A RESOLUTION

EXPRESSING SUPPORT FOR LEGISLATION EXPANDING HIGHER EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITIES TO UNDOCUMENTED STUDENTS.

WHEREAS, the state of New Mexico has a proud and long tradition, and a legal obligation to offer public school opportunities to undocumented students so that every child residing in New Mexico has every possible opportunity for economic and social success ; and

WHEREAS, undocumented students, like all students, should have the ability to extend that educational opportunity to include enrolling in institutions of higher education at tuition rates offered to in-state students so that they may be able to better contribute to the economy of New Mexico; and

WHEREAS, it is expected that legislation will be introduced during the second session of the forty-sixth legislature of the state of New Mexico to allow undocumented students to attend New Mexico's colleges and universities at in-state tuition rates;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE ____________ that it express its support of legislation allowing undocumented students who graduated from New Mexico's schools to attend New Mexico colleges and universities by paying in-state tuition.
