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ACADEMIC CALENDAR 
Purpose:
To identify criteria to be followed in establishing an academic calendar for Continuous and Traditional schools.

Participants:
Committee composed of representatives from each of the school campuses, Curriculum and Instruction Department, and the Superintendent or designee.
Process:
By January of each school year, the committee, through the Superintendent, will recommend academic calendars for traditional and continuous calendar schools for the coming school year that were developed using the following criteria:
· District academic calendars will incorporate 182 contract days of which 91 days will be prior to January 1st of the academic year and 91 days will be after January 1st.

· District academic calendars will incorporate 6 instructional preparation days.

· District academic calendars will incorporate no less than 176 days of instruction for students in grades 1st through 12th.

· District academic calendars will incorporate no less than 171 days of instruction for kindergarten students.

· District academic calendars will incorporate one Parent/Teacher Conference day within the first six weeks of each semester, which will count as instructional days. 

· District academic calendars will recognize the following holidays:

· Fourth of July

· Labor Day

· Thanksgiving (3 days)

· Christmas/New Years (minimum of 10 week days)

· Martin Luther King, Jr. Day

· President’s Day

· Easter (Friday-Monday)

· Memorial Day

District academic calendars will incorporate a fall break for all schools during the third week of the Continuous Calendar Fall Intercession and a spring break for all schools during the first or third week of the Spring Intercession as determined by state testing windows.

Timeline:
