The Program :

United States Attorney for the District of New Mexico David C. Iglesias is proud to
announce the implementation of Project Safe Neighborhoods (PSN) in New Mexico.
PSN is a federally funded program aimed at reducing gun violence. Although there are
many facets to PSN, the central features that make it successful are cooperation and
communication. PSN establishes partnerships among local, state, and federal law
enforcement as well as the community at large. In addition to information sharing, PSN
provides resources for additional prosecutors, training, crime data analysis, and
community outreach. PSN will also help offenders leave their criminal lifestyles through
rehabilitation, and educational and employment programs.

PSN has established effective task forces in the central New Mexico city of Albuquerque
and the southern New Mexico city of Las Cruces. The U.S. Attorney’s Office is also
working with the Town of Taos in northern New Mexico to integrate PSN strategies into
their regional Violent Crime Task Force.
