RESOLUTION

Whereas, NMSA 1978, Section 22-10A-27(F) grants local boards of education in New Mexico the authority to issue subpoenas for the attendance of witnesses and to produce books, records, documents and other evidence at the request of a party when a certified school employee has invoked his or her statutory right to a hearing on a proposed discharge; and


Whereas, the statute appears to require the issuance of subpoenas at the request of a party, making the action a ministerial function of the Board; and

Whereas, an opposing party may request that a subpoena be quashed after issuance, and such a request would be addressed to the Board’s discretion;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:


1.  The Board of Education of the Gadsden Independent School District hereby delegates to its President the authority to issue subpoenas at the request of a party in administrative proceedings on proposed discharges of certified school employees under NMSA 1978, Section 22-10A-27;

2.  This authority is conferred upon the present and successive Presidents of the Board and will continue unless and until revoked or modified by subsequent Board action; and 


3.  The Board reserves unto itself the authority to rule on any request to quash a subpoena that has been issued.
