Memorandum Of Understanding for 
OSAH and GLS Grant School Partner

1. This Agreement between Office of School and Adolescent Health (OSAH) and Gadsden High  School shall be from April 9, 2009 until grant funds expire: 

Services and Responsibilities
2. Gadsden HS shall be responsible to:
a. Implement Structural prevention efforts
i. Update School Safety Plan 

1. Include behavioral health crisis intervention, (Site coordinator facilitates)

2. Include post-vention planning (NMSIP facilitates)

3. Test using mock crisis (NMSIP facilitates)

ii. Defining Referral, and Follow-up processes (NMSIP facilitates)

iii. Schools have regularly scheduled SAT meetings and include the Suicide prevention coordinator as a behavioral health consultant

iv. Seek suicide prevention accreditation from SAMHSA (Site coordinator facilitates)
v. Allow Natural Helpers meeting on campus during lunch or after school 

1. provide faculty sponsor

2. support Parent Engagement

b. Provide Awareness opportunities
i. Administer SOS Curriculum in 9th grade

ii. Implement Gatekeeper Training 1st year for all students, following years for 9th graders, continued inoculation for other grade (Site Coordinator )
iii. Implement all staff Gatekeeper Training - 4 hours in school training calendar annually (OSAH staff conduct training, school adds to calendar)
c. Participate in the program evaluation

i. Provide access to staff and students as required by the Federally mandated program evaluation

ii. Provide access to staff and students as required by the local evaluation

3. OSAH shall be responsible to:
a. Implement Structural prevention efforts

i. Provide funds (amount specified in grant proposal) for the district to hire a suicide Prevention Site Coordinator.

ii. Provide technical support for 

1. post-vention planning 

2. School safety plan testing

3. Resource mapping,

4. Referral and follow-up process development

iii. Provide funding for one faculty member to be accredited in suicide prevention by the American Association of Suicidology
iv. Provide Natural Helpers Curriculum and materials for the participating high school

b. Provide Awareness opportunities
i. Provide SOS curriculum for each participating school with Non-GLS funds

ii. Provide technical assistance and staff as necessary to conduct student level gatekeeper training.

iii. Provide staff to conduct staff level gatekeeper training.

c. Participate in the program evaluation

i. Provide a climate survey results of students and staff 

ii. All materials associated with the Federal and local evaluations.

4. This agreement shall be subject to all applicable provisions of State and Federal law and regulations related to the delivery and funding of social service. 

CONFIDENTIALITY 
5. Both parties agree that they shall be bound by and shall abide by all applicable Federal or State statutes or regulations pertaining to the confidentiality of client records or information, including volunteers. The parties shall not use or disclose any information about a recipient of the services provided under this Agreement for any purpose not connected with the parties' contract responsibilities, except with the written consent of such recipient, recipient's attorney, or recipient's parent or guardian.

6. This agreement may be amended by mutual consent of both parties; however such agreements MUST BE in writing and signed by both parties before a notary.
