Background and Summary:


The District and La Clinica De Familia, Inc. are jointly operating a school based health clinic at STHS.  LCDF has obtained funding to construct a facility at STHS for the school based health clinic.  In conjunction with the construction of a new facility, the District and LCDF must enter into a lease agreement for the land that will be used for the site of the new facility.  A determination has been issued by the District's Central Purchasing Office that this joint operation is exempt from the NM Procurement Code.  The lease will allow LCDF to construct a new facility on the campus of STHS which is District owned property and to lease the underlying land for 25 years.  The lease is contingent on final approval by the NM Board of Finance.  Gadsden ISD Board approval is required prior to submission to the NM Board of Finance.  

 LCDF has obtained funding to construct a facility at STHS for the school based health clinic.  In conjunction with the construction of a new facility, the District and LCDF must enter into a lease agreement for the land that will be used for the site of the new facility.  Under the NM Procurement Code there is an exemption from the procurement code for a jointly operated health service activity.  To qualify for the exemption a determination must be made by the District's Central Purchasing Office indicating that the joint operation will reduce health care costs, improve quality and access to health care.  The District's CPO has made that determination and requests Board approval of that determination.  Approval will allow the district to move forward with the proposed lease.
