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	Instructional Materials 

Purpose: 
The Gadsden Independent School District adopts instructional materials to support the District Course of Study. This policy is designed to facilitate the adoption, requisition, and distribution of instructional material. 
Adoption Process
The Gadsden Independent School District will provide instructional materials to all students grades K – 12 in accordance with the guidelines detailed in:

· Instructional Material Law (22-15-1 to 22-15-14, NMSA 1978)

· SB 1019 2007 
Gadsden Independent School District will follow the state instructional materials adoption cycle to provide resources that support standards-based instruction. (moved from lower down on page)
Instructional materials shall be selected to: 
1. Support the District's Educational Plan for Student Success focus areas/goals. 

2. Enrich and support the curriculum, taking into consideration the identified student needs and diversified interests, language, abilities and maturity levels of the students, and provide resources to support standards-based instruction; 

3. Enhance literacy and creativity, and literary and aesthetic appreciation; 

4. Promote citizenship; 

5. Provide a fair representation of the many religious, ethnic, and cultural groups and their contributions to our American heritage and multicultural society; 

6. Present various viewpoints on many subjects that will assist in the development of critical judgment and perceptions. 

7. Provide recognition and examples of minority groups and women in positions of leadership. There will be no discrimination or bias or prejudice toward gender, language, race, religion, handicap, or age.

Materials will meet the following criteria: authenticity and scholarship; appropriateness in relation to religion, sexism, political ideologies, sex, profanity, and content, motivational qualities, technical qualities, purpose, scope of the material, language, format, special features, and potential use. 

Participants: 
The Director of Instructional Support in conjunction with school administration, faculty, and parents/community members shall select materials for the school classrooms and libraries. Final decision on purchase will rest with the superintendent, subject to official adoption by the board.

Timeline: 
September through November: Organize adoption committees and request examination samples. 

December through February: Review materials and publisher presentations. 

March: Evaluate materials. Make final selections and cost analysis. Adoption recommendations are made to the superintendent and school board. 

April - May: Schools make selections and begin ordering. 

July - September: Schools will implement the new materials. 
Requisition 
Campus Administrators will work in conjunction with the Instructional Materials and Educational Services departments to request/order materials for the schools.  Requests will be reviewed and placed based on need, program implementation, adoption schedule, and funds available.
Distribution

Textbooks and other Instructional Materials will be processed by the Instructional Resources department distributed to the schools through the GISD shipping and receiving warehouse.

Fees and/or Fines

Students and their parents shall be held responsible for proper care of the books and school property.  Books must be kept clean and unmarked.  Parents may be required to pay for any damages to textbooks or other instructional materials incurred while in the possession of their student.
