In evaluating elementary programs the computer lab Instructional Assistants looked at 3 programs:
· Roller Typing

· Type to Learn

· Easy Tech

The first two programs; Roller Typing and Type to Learn were not available in Spanish, and were not aligned to any specific standards.  Several comments regarding these two programs indicated that the Instructional Assistants did not believe the programs were engaging enough for elementary students.  They also had a concern about Spanish lessons not being available to our students.

When looking at the Easy Tech program the Instructional Assistants felt that it was a more complete program.  There are Spanish components, and cross curricular activities.  Some of the positive aspects of Easy tech include:
· The program is aligned to the new National Standards for Technology National Educational Technology Standards These new standards focus more on skills and expertise than tools
· Provides a unified curriculum across the district for computer literacy

· Web-based

· Cross-Curricular – Offers lessons, activities, quizzes in Math, Language Arts, Science, and Social Studies

· Lessons integrate auditory, visual and interactive learning principles

· Offers lessons in English and Spanish
· Provides immediate feedback to the student

· Self-paced tutorials for students

· Train the trainer professional development offered for staff

· The web-based program will be updated so that the content is always current and timely

· EasyTech offers assessments that measure progress toward accountability goals

· EasyTech uses multiple choice and interactive performance based items to measure student’s technology knowledge and skills

· The units are graduated based on skill level and student mastery
