A. Review of New 403(b) Regulations - Mr. Suggs stated that in addition to the state’s educational retirement                      plan the district offers optional 403b retirement plans which are regulated by IRS Federal Regulations. He stated that the 403b retirement plans have new regulations to adhere to for the upcoming year, starting on January 1, 2008. Ms. McAnally gave a presentation.
B. Student 2009-2010 Career Pathways and 2009-2010 High School Pre-Registration Handbook - Ms. Gressitt, presented the 2009-2010 Career Cluster & Pathway Booklets and the High School Pre-Registra​tion Handbooks for Chaparral High, Gadsden High, Santa Teresa High and Desert Pride Academy. The significant changes in the manuals are the graduation requirements for next school year’s Freshman Class. The “High School Redesign Act of 2007” requires an additional math course in order to graduate. This change does not affect this year’s Freshman Class. Ms. Raihl answered questions from the Board.
