As requested, a brief description of the proposed 1-3-1 schedule follows:

1. 1-3-1 denotes one 50 minute period first and fifth period within the master schedule day.

2. Periods 2, 3, and 4 would be 90 minute accelerated block classes where one semester would earn a full credit.

3. Periods 1 and 5 would be full-year courses with half credits earned at each semester.

The utilization of periods 1 and 5 would be as follows:

1. Core classes for ‘bubble’ students who are nearing proficiency.  The benefit of having these classes year-round would give the students the additional time per course to enable them to excel in the Standards Based Assessment.

2. All electives would be primarily in 1 and 5.  This would eliminate 8 credits for courses such as band and football.  All students in electives would take a beginning elective in 1 and 5, leaving 2, 3, and 4 for more advanced electives (pottery, etc.).

Utilization of periods 2, 3, and 4 would be as follows:

1. Periods 2, 3, and 4 would enable time for lab courses and vocational trades courses that require long set up and tear down times (i.e., welding, culinary arts). These periods would also enable in-depth instruction for Advanced Placement and Honors courses.

2. These courses would be one semester full credit courses.
