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CONFIRMING THE GADSDEN INDEPENDENT SCHOOL DISTRICTS COMMITMENT TO INITIATING A WASTE ABATEMENT AND DIVERSION PROGRAM AND REQUESTING SUPPORT THROUGH THE LEGISLATIVE PROCESS

WHEREAS, it is of the highest educational importance to educate students on the need to wisely utilize and protect limited natural resources, and that recycling is a fundamental tool to achieve this; and

WHEREAS, education of young people and public awareness about recycling has been proven to increase recycling program efforts and effectiveness; and

WHEREAS, education of young people about recycling prompts them to spread the message to their parents and other family members; and

WHEREAS, recycling reduces the need for landfills and incineration, prevents pollution caused by the manufacturing of products from virgin materials, saves energy, conserves natural resources such as timber, water, and minerals, and helps sustain the environment for future generations; and


WHEREAS, in conjunction with New Mexico State University, the Gadsden Independent School District Board of Education officially endorses efforts to support the

Year of Sustainability, a New Mexico State University initiative that provides campus and community members the opportunity to create a roadmap for promoting a culture of sustainability on our campuses and in our communities; and


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Gadsden Independent School District shall initiate a waste abatement and diversion program, which shall include at a minimum the recycling of mixed paper, cardboard, aluminum, newspapers, and plastic; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a plan for the use of disposable serving ware be discontinued and that reusable materials shall be used in their place; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that all students receive appropriate instruction through their science class on the science behind and the benefits of recycling; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that copies of this resolution be forwarded to all Senators and Representatives from Doña Ana County.
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
