Background and Summary:


Rationale:  The course description for Military ROTC (2112 in the Student Teacher Accountability Reporting System, STARS) is described as the following:

“Course sequences may vary, but the primary objectives of Military ROTC courses include instruction in the history, organization, role, objectives, and achievements of a particular branch of the United States Armed Forces; development of personal fitness, strong character, and leadership qualities; and exposure to the career opportunities provided by the military. Military customs, courtesies, rank, drill, and ceremonies are typically included as course topics; citizenship and scholarship are often emphasized as well. Subjects related to the particular branch being studied…as well as more general subjects…may also be included as part of the course content.” (p. 68, STARS manual.)  Other topics discussed in the NJROTC classrooms are personal health and safety issues.  Lifetime physical training is also taught and practiced.
