1. Estimated number of migrant students you will serve: 
85-90

2. A description of the assessment of the educational needs of migrant students.  

GISD's migrant program addresses the support services that migrant students and families need to assure the student's academic success.  Research indicates that when the student's basic needs are met (i.e. food, shelter, clothing, etc.)  the student is then more able to concentrate on academic issues rather than on the situation(s) at home.  The academic progress of migrant students is reported by teachers to the social workers assigned to the federal programs department.  If adequate progress is not being made., the student is referred to intervention services (i.e. tutoring).

3. A description of how the services will be delivered to migrant students.

Family support services are delivered by the social workers assigned to the federal programs department, funded through Title I, Parts A and C,  As the social worker visits the home, s/he makes note of the home situation through an assessment process.  This assessment addresses basic needs such as shelter, health concerns, etc.  During this one-on-one home visit, the social worker works with the family to prioritize the needs and develop an action plan with the family as to how the issue(s) are best addressed.
4. A list of migrant funded FTEs and a brief description of duties.

· Social worker - 1 FTE:  works with schools to identify eligible students and families.  Assists in connecting families to community services, etc.   
· Data Entry Clerk- .35 FTE:  enters data required by PED and the district.

Total of 1.35 FTE are to be funded.
