	B. Ann Steinhoff presented to the Board the ESEA - Title I Application for 2011-12 school year.  The application is due at PED on May 13, 2011.  

	Gadsden M.S. Feeder Schools Re-Configuration
	C. Superintendent Nava addressed the Board with information on a possible re-configuration for the feeder schools to GMS.  Dr. Nava said the idea came from the Loma Linda request to hold their seventh graders next year eventually becoming a K-8 school.  A meeting with the principals from the feeder schools to GMS was held.  Principals concurred that it was something the District could pursue.  Community meetings were set up at Vado, North Valley and Mesquite on Wednesday, April 27th and at Anthony, Gadsden and Berino on Friday, April 29th.  Dr. Nava reported that the meetings on Wednesday were well attended and with a lot of engaged discussion from the parents.  Dr. Nava said a solution was needed to the current serious problem with the students leaving the elementary schools academically successful and failing in ninth grade.  Something needed to be done to help the students succeed.  Dr. Nava said they were looking forward to hearing from the Anthony community and that a decision would not be made hastily.  It would be well thought out.  The exploratory committee may recommend that maybe a pilot school or two could be decided for next year and take it from there.  

	McKinney-Vento Homeless Application 
	D. Ann Steinhoff informed the Board that the McKinney-Vento Homeless Act three year application is for funds used for school supplies and hygiene items for students whose family meets the federal definition of “homeless”. A “homeless” family can be a family that lives in substandard housing such as shacks, 5th wheel trailers, or barns.
