Background and Summary:


Federal Programs Dept. received carryover letter for Migrant funds of $38,301.00 on May 16, 2011. The letter indicates that the funds must be obligated by June 30, 2011 and liquidated by September 30, 2011.  We propose holding a three week (12 day) Summer Program for Migrant students entering grades 1-12 in 2011-12. The program is planned for June 6-23, 2011 (4-day week).  Students will engage in project (e.g. theme) based instruction which allows for students to engage in enrichment activities (e.g. integration of content with art, music, etc.).  Students will be grouped by 2011-12 grade placement: 1-2; 3-4; 5-6; 7-8; and 9-12--for a total of 53 students.  Five teachers and one site coordinator will be hired.


There are 16 students for grades 9-12.  These high school students will work under the supervision of a teacher to design a project (e.g. service learning) that allows the student to work on developing reading and writing skills, while integrating math and science content.  Each migrant high school student will be assigned a laptop computer and printer that they can use while enrolled in high school for completion of assignments, etc.  High school students and their parent(s) will sign the district's technology usage policy, prior to being issued the technology equipment.  

At present, school site(s) are being sought and will be secured by 5/26/11. Due to the time contraints put on these funds, we are bringing the proposed Summer Migrant Program forward as an action item.
