Gender Equity

Legal Authority

1.
Title IX (-20 United States Code Section 1681)

Title IX is the portion of the Education Amendments of 1972 that prohibits sex discrimination in educational 
institutions that receive any federal funds.  Title IX applies to any educational program at an institution that 
receives any federal funds.


“No person in the United States shall, on the basis of sex, be excluded from participation in, be 


denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under any educational program or activity 


receiving Federal financial assistance.”

The Title IX regulations focus on “equal opportunity” when reviewing individual club, intramural, interscholastic 
or intercollegiate athletic programs that are provided separately for males and females. The components of the 
overall athletic program and activities are generally known as “program areas.”

II.
New Mexico School Athletic Equity Act (HB 432)

The New Mexico School Athletics Equity Act applies to each public school that has a athletics program for 
grades 
seven through twelve.


Each public school shall operate its program in a manner that does not discriminate against students or staff on 
the basis of gender.
III.
New Mexico Activities Association (Regulation No. 95-10)


This regulation is adopted by the State Education Agency.  The regulation governs the process by which rules 
promulgated by the NMAA are rules considered by the State Agency.


Interscholastic activities are an integral and essential component of New Mexico youth and the curricular within 
New 
Mexico Schools.  In order to provide such opportunities for students, their activities must be organized, 
supervised, and regulated in a fair, open, and consistent manner.

The school sports program should encourage participation by as many students as 



   possible and should always be conducted with the best interests of the participants as the first 



   consideration.  The district shall provide comparable athletic opportunities in interscholastic sports 


   for both sexes.
